® understand phonics

® assess levels of student achievement

® Relate to students in a positive way.

® [ove, Iinspire and understand the students
they teach.




Specific responsibilities

® Work with students one-on-one using the written
materials provided

® Keep student records

® Be a steward of the resources provided




Prepare learning aids such as flashcards and
literacy games

Arrive at your sessions on time
If you cannot come — communicate!
Help your students to grow in Godly character
