as it means I am fit and healthy enough to be in meaningful work,

and I can go and serve God with my Christian colleagues on team

and I have the privilege of working in a paid ministry vital to the Kingdom

For my critics and detractors 

for Jesus worked in the midst of the same,

and because God will use them to bring out the best in me

and somehow work all things for good because I am a believer
