All Creation Sings
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Scientists are reporting that birdsong awakens our brains and stimulates functioning. Humans feel safe with birdsong around as quiet signals that a predator is about or that all is not well in the environment. 

In the trees nearby, the birds make their nests and sing, (Ps 104:11-13)

Birdsong makes our students feel relaxed physically but their brains become more alert. The chorus of birds has no repeating rhythm or pattern that gets stuck in our minds and which distracts our study focus. It has a calming effect on students and can be used in pre-surgery settings or dental waiting rooms. If teachers play birdsong in the classroom after lunch it’s possible that the song will stimulate into activity the brains of the slothful students still digesting lunch, the brain being triggered into thinking it is a dawn wake up chorus.
