They cannot declare allegiance to any
particular denomination. Most house churches take
precautions. They avoid preaching about issues relating
to politics and social problems. To avoid drawing
unwanted attention from officials (and getting too
cramped) they try not to let their congregations grow
larger than a few hundred members. Those that do, often
split into separate churches. In Beijing, members of
unregistered churches are usually younger than 40.
